If your dog passes, you will receive a Ribbon, and Certificate but you will need to send the signed form in to The Labrador Club for an “official” LRC certificate. LRC charges a $25.00 fee, in addition to the Testing Fee.

Please note that The Labrador Club has only a WC.

If there is interest, we will also hold a WCX, which will involve Steadiness, a Double Marked Retrieve on Land and Water, and an Honor. Ribbons and Certificates will be available for this stake, but no Official recognition from the LRC is available at this time.  

To attend the event and receive an event Ribbon and Certificate, any dog who can fulfill the requirements as described in the LRC WC Pamphlet may participate and qualify. 

Only AKC Registered Labrador Retrievers will be eligible to apply for the LRC Certificate.

The AKC Code of Good Sportsmanship will be the guideline of the day. All dogs must be on lead at all times, except when they are actually being tested. No females in season will be allowed on the grounds. 

The landowner reserves the right to refuse entries from anyone for any reason. Anyone exhibiting any conduct that can be construed as improper or incorrect may be immediately ejected from the grounds, forfeiting all fees and rights to participate.

No alcoholic beverages to be consumed on the grounds before, during or after the test.

Deep Run Farm is located 2 miles from Rte 17 North between Fredericksburg, VA and Bealeton, VA. 

Do not use the Blackwells Mill entrance, USE THE SILLAMON ROAD ENTRANCE.

From North of Fredericksburg:

Take I-95 to exit 133 B, right onto Rte 17 North. Continue 10 miles, turn Right onto Rte 813 (Goldvein Road). Take first Right onto Blackwells Mill Road for 2.0 miles. Continue to past the entrance to Deep Run Farm, turn Right onto Sillamon Road, proceed 1 mile to gate on right, turn into farm.

From South of Fredericksburg:

Bypass around Warrenton, continue south on Rte 29/17.
